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Dayton pastors prepare for Haiti
Ben and Nancy Compton have been the pastors at 
Blue Mountain Assembly of God in Dayton for two 
years. They are part of the Touchet Valley pastors 
fellowship of prayer. They have recently chosen to 
rely on God for a full-time pastorate at a part-time 
income. Following is a recent letter.

May 14

“Wow, what a year it has been. God is doing amaz-
ing things in our lives and in our ministry. One of 
those things began in February of this year when a 
stranger walked into Ben’s office with a sock full 
of money saying it was for Pastor Ben to go to 
Haiti to preach the Gospel. When Ben opened the 
sock he was stunned to find a roll of $20 bills add-
ing up to $640. That has now grown to $1,100.

   “Believing God had a plan, Ben began to prepare 
for his trip. As he talked with others who had been 
on the mission field, he began to feel that we both 
were to go. We applied for our passports and con-
nected with a church in Renton who is taking 
teams into Haiti. We will be joining them July 24-
31 for a weeklong trip. Our cost will be approxi-
mately $1,500 each (includes airfare and ex-
penses), plus spending money and several hand 
tolls that will remain in Haiti when we leave.

   “Some of you have heard our story and asked 
how you can help. Well, here is your opportunity. 
We need to raise $2,000 for both of us to go. If you 
could help with $10, $100 or whatever, we could 
have it raised in no time. Our goal is to have the 
funds by the end of June. We have never been on a 
mission trip before and we feel honored that the 
Lord would consider us for such a task. If you 
would like to help us get to Haiti, e-mail us at          
nancomptom@hotmail.com (write “Haiti” in the 
subject line) or you may send donations to Ben 
Compton, 405 W. Clay Street, Dayton, 99328 and 
we will add it to the mission trip fund. 

   “We are also asking God for divine appointments 
[during the trip]. Please be in prayer for us. Preach-
ing the Gospel is more than just telling people 
about Jesus, it’s also about meeting the needs of 
the needy. Actions speak leader than words and 
volumes of God’s unfailing love. It’s our hope that 
we can be a part of what God is doing to show his 
love to the people of Haiti. We’ll keep you updated 
as details unfold.
